T wice a year, we welcome a new 
group of men into an exclusive club. 

This club has been growing for over 25 
years, and its members have some of 
the most difficult, yet moving stories 
to tell. Helmsman graduates are those 
men who have completed both levels 
of long-term recovery at Bethesda 
Mission and are ready to re-enter our 
broken world with Christ Jesus at the 
Helm. 

Ricky and James are two of our most 
recent graduates. They both currently 
live at Trinity House (Bethesda’s 
transitional living facility) while working 
to save enough money to head out on 
their own. At December’s Helmsman 
Graduation, along with 3 other guys, 
they shared a portion of their stories:

RICKY 

I was living in a tent city in Virginia. I 
knew something needed to change, 
so just started walking. It was a long 
and tedious journey, but I had had 
enough. First, my bike broke down; 
literally broke in half…I threw it in 
the bushes. I’d sleep outside and 
at churches; wherever I could find 
shelter. 

A real turning point for me was when 
I met this one guy – he was playing 
with his kids and his family – and I walked up to him and said, 

“I wish I could have a life like this one day.” Then I asked 
him for money to help me along with my journey, but he said, “I 
don’t have money.” Then he went in his house and he came out 
with his Marine jacket and said, “I can give you this.” He took his 

medals off of it and he gave it to me, and we prayed. I felt the 
Holy Spirit come over me – I know God really touched me that 
day. That jacket is a treasure to me, and I pray that I’ll be able to 
find that man and thank him for what he did for me.

Later, as I was walking along the highway, I felt it was too 
dangerous because of the trucks. So, I saw this railroad track 
one day and decided to take it – I thought it’d be easier, but it 
wasn’t. The gravel and the rocks hurt my feet! I remember at one 
point, I just fell there and I cried out to God to help me. I think that 
very same day the train was coming in the opposite direction. I 
had walked for countless hours when the train came by, then 
stopped. And I thought to myself, do you really want to get on 
this train that’s going to back track you after how long you just 
walked? but my feet couldn’t bear it anymore, so I decided to 
jump on the train. 

There was a little cubby hole there and I got inside because I was 
afraid that they would see me. I remember them looking through 
the train with flashlights, but they never found me. Well, when I 
got into the state, I thought I was 
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in New York because that was the first license 
plate I saw, but I came to find out I wasn’t – I 
was in Pennsylvania.

When the train slowed in uptown Harrisburg, I 
jumped off. The first person I saw said, “did 
you just jump off that train? You know there’s a 
Mission on 6th street… you should head over 
there.” So I did. 

I can’t fathom where I’d be if I had not 
the courage to walk up those steps 
[outside Bethesda Mission]. I hear people say, “what a 
coincidence,” but I can’t believe in coincidences any more. 
Because, how can a man from out of state, homeless, 
living in a camp city, decide to leave one day with nothing 
except for a bike and somehow manage, within 5 days, to 
end up in this state, not even knowing where he was, and 
the first guy that he met told him to come to the Mission?

When I came here, I had two warrants in two different states, 
so we tried to resolve them. For one, I had to go back out of 
state to Virginia. I went there, and it was the most unbelievable 
experience I could have ever had in my life, because everything 
showed me that God was there. When I got up to the judge, I told 
him the truth, and how I got to this state and how I wanted help. 
I didn’t make up a lie; I told him I was strung out on drugs and 
crack. He looked at me and he threw all of the documentation 
down and he said, “you over-exceeded what I expected you to 
do. I’m dropping all of your charges.” 

Even more, there was a chaplain who was there, and I asked 
him if he could take me away from the area, because I had a lot 
of bad memories there, so he took me to a hotel. Unbelievably, it 
was the same hotel that I slept outside of one day on my journey 
here because it was raining. And I remember people would just 
open up the door and look at me, but now, I had a room! 

I know that God is still going to do great things in my life, and I 
know I still have a long way to go. I still hurt a lot because I miss 
my family. Sometimes I don’t feel like I’ve accomplished much 
except for being sober for a year. But I know that’s nothing but 
a lie – these are things I have to cope with in my life. Just keep 
me in prayer, that the Lord would show me His way and His will 
for my life.

JAMES 

It all started with alcohol abuse – I’d been 
drinking real bad, and my mom, she put me 
out. And that was the best thing that ever could 
have happened to me, because I had nowhere 
to go, but I knew about Bethesda. 

When I came up these steps, I was broken. 
I had no money – I drank all my money up – 
that’s all I ever did. And the second day I met 
with Doug and I was honest with him. I realized 

I needed to go through the program. So, that’s what I did. I 
went through New Beginnings and graduated, then had to wait 
because it was a full house before I could go to Helmsman. Then, 
I did that and everyone here has been a blessing to me: from the 
staff to the counselors, everybody in the office, the medical and 
the dental clinics. I got my dental work done here, and I saved 
a whole lot of money. I found out I have a spine disease with my 
back here – I found that out through the doctors that come here 
from Hershey to help people out. 

Most of all, I found Jesus Christ here. I stay in the Word now. 
I became a member of my church now, and I try to make it to 
Bible study and church, and just try to do the next right thing, like 
Cecil always says: ‘Do the next right thing.’ That’s what I’m 
trying to do with my life now; just stay the course. I’ve stayed the 
course through this process, and now I have to stay the course 
through the rest of my life to attain the main goal. That’s what I’m 
planning on doing. 

I’m working, I’m saving my money, and I don’t even have the will 
to drink anymore. I’ll walk past bars, and that’s exactly what I do, 
I walk past bars. I don’t want to go back to the way that I was 
before I got here, ever. For all of you who are going through it 
right now, it’s going to be hard – you can’t always do what you 
want to do, but that’s what’s gonna help you get right. So thank 
you, Jesus, thank you Bethesda, family and friends. Thank you 
everybody.

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story.  She knows that she is in a much better place in life, and 
that it is the grace of God that has brought her to that better 

place.  She has a roof over her head, she has food to eat 
when hungry.  Clothes have been given to her and care 

is available in improving her health.  She is a part of the 
Discipleship and Recovery Program at the Mission and 
she stated, “Instead of losing my life, I’m actually 

gaining new life”.  The Bethesda Women and 
Children’s Mission has been a place, “that 

gives you a chance to catch your breath 
and start seeing the world around you 
again.  It is a place that offers hope when 
you think all is hopeless, a place where 

you are no longer enslaved to a substance 
that has the power to completely destroy or kill 

you.  This place allows you to live in the freedom that you 
can possess through a relationship with Christ”.  

By this time, the room had pretty much emptied out, and she had 
emotionally come full circle.  With one last powerful statement, 
this young woman said, “As I get well, I plan to help all of those in 
need that I can because there are a lot of addicts on the streets 
that will continue to die….”

This brief but sincere life experience reminded me of a story 
found in the Scriptures (1Kings 7:7-16).  The widow of Zarephath 
was preparing to make one last meal for herself and her son, and 
then they were going to lay down and die.  She had very little to 
hope for, or much left to hold on to in her simple way of living.  
God sent the prophet Elijah to Zarephath and there he offered 
her sustenance. The food provided physical nourishment, but 
Elijah also fed her soul with a new hope.  She witnessed the 
power of Elijah’s God—the living God.

God had not forgotten the widow of Zarephath.  And the Lord 
Jesus has not forgotten those who struggle with the horrors 
and hopelessness of addiction today.  The widow received 
what was offered to her.  The woman that I listened to is open 
and receptive of what Jesus is offering her today.  Encourage 
those that you know, you love, or that you pray for who struggle 
with addictions to receive the help of recovery through Christ.  
Where ever it is offered, or where they may be, God’s grace IS 
amidst the Epidemic.

The first answer was the number 2.  
Then 5, then 4 and then 1.  The 

question I posed to a small group 
of women maneuvering through 
our living room at the Women 
and Children’s Mission was, ‘how 
many people do you know that 
have overdosed on drugs since 
last Christmas’?  A Solemn statement 
resulting with solemn emotions as several 
furthered the conversation about the numbers of 
loved ones or acquaintances that have passed at 
what is now known to be an epidemic amongst 
us, of heroin and opioid addiction and overdose.

One of the women continued talking about her 
own problems with addiction, and with all that 
she had been through in her life, she too, should 
have been dead.  She sat shaking her head as she shared the 
difficulty and struggle to live.  With or without drugs making 
decent wages to pay rent or monthly bills was a challenge.  
She wondered how she would keep food on her table for her 
family. The drugs, although she hated them, relieved the stress 
of coping…. temporarily.  We listened how difficult it had been to 
have once enjoyed a home with nice furniture only to lose it all 
segueing the survival on the streets.  At such a low point, she 
said, “after giving everything away, all I owned, I told my two 
sons, this is it—you have to go to a shelter to stay, and so do 
I –I have nothing else to give—no one to send you to”.  Even 
the drugs became more painful “the disgusting thought that this 
chemical, no matter what it is, has control over you, and all you 
want is more and more.  You want to stop, but you can’t stop, 
you don’t know how… you lose total control”.  

Silence…a pause…and then she continued, “this place has 
saved my life.  THIS PLACE HAS SAVED MY LIFE!  It has allowed 
me to regroup, to know that Jesus loves me, and I am so thankful 
for that chance to have life again, because I could have been one 
of those that are dead—I SHOULD have been one of those that 
are dead”.

  It didn’t seem to matter that other women began moving around 
or leaving the room, this young woman continued sharing her life

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1.	 How long have you worked 
at Bethesda Mission and in 
what role(s)?

A decade ago God led me to this rescue 
mission in the “Burg” (took several 
months to really be sure). They were 
looking for someone to help fundraise. 
When Chuck became Executive Director 
he asked that I become Director of 
Development in 2009. In 2014, having 
been sharing in overall vision, strategic 
planning and programming, they 
decided on a new title, V.P. of Business 
Development (Chuck and Jim Tatnall, 
Board Chairman and Senior V.P. at 
Fulton Bank came up with the title).

2.	 What were you doing 
before Bethesda?

I held various positions at a small state 
agency (DCED) for 35 years, managing 
grant and loan programs benefiting 
local governments and non-profits 
in Pennsylvania. When Chuck would 
describe his former profession traveling 
thousands of miles to Asian countries 
with AMP, I had the honor of navigating 
hundreds of miles across our beautiful 
Keystone state!

3.	 What inspires you or 
motivates you to come to 
work each morning?

Sensing that God does have a plan for 
my life, allowing Him to guide each day, 
both in the joys at Bethesda that occur 
every day, and yes in the challenges 
that are daunting, which drive us into a 
deeper dependence on His provision, 

and that is a wonderful place 
to be.  

4.	 Tell us a little about 
your family.

I have a wonderful wife, Kay; 
we’ve been married for 44 
years. God led me to her after 
running away from God in my 
college years. Our two sons, 
Bryan (married to Steph), and 
Justin (married to Jenn), are 
still in this area for which we 
are grateful. We have two 
grandsons, Aidan and Kai, 
whom we delight in loving 
(spoiling?) and gladly giving 
them back to their parents 
after a weekend at Gram’s 
and Pop’s house.

5.	 What is your favorite book?

After the 66 books comprising the 
scripture, clearly my favorite is Mere 
Christianity by C.S. Lewis. When 
searching for God in my college years, 
asking the “big questions”, challenging 
what I was taught, my father, after 
listening intently, offered a book by a 
British lay theologian and apologist. I 
was ready to read it and did so twice in 
one week which was my road back to 
a loving God and a relationship with a 
Savior that would change my life.

6.	 Do you have a favorite 
hobby?

For many years I’ve enjoyed playing 
both golf (scenery and friendships), and 
basketball (competition). A few years 
ago after a severe leg injury, limping 
into the orthopedic surgeon’s office, he 

looked at me and politely said, “when 
we get older, Dunwoody, we need to 
consider putting away childish things.”

7.	 Is there a Bible verse that is 
especially meaningful  
to you?

So many to choose from, that God 
puts on our hearts as we need them. 
One verse more recently has had a 
significant impact: because inside each 
of us wages a battle each day, if we 
are listening and discerning Jesus in 
Matthew 6:21 says a whole lot about that 
battle: “For where your treasure is, there 
your heart will be also.”
